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SUMMARY 

The study a i m s at the complete presentation and thorough interpretation 
of the Old English (OE) botanical vacabulary contained in OE glosses. About 
65OO glosses were collected from the texts listed in Angus Cameron*s "List 
of Old English Texts", Chapters C, "Glosses", and D, "Latin-Qld English Glos-
saries", and arranged alphabetically under about 950 headwords. The material 
was gathered from printed editions, unpublished dissertations, manuscripts, 
and - in one case - from the copy of a darnaged manuscript. 

The introductory chapters give a Short outline of the aims and methods of 
the study and lists of the texts containing botanical glosses and of the edi­
tions used. Both lists follow Carneron's "List of Old English Texts'1, Supple­
ment ing it where necessary. Each item includes inforrnation about the manuscript 
and the edition(s) used and a list of the botanical glosses (in norrnalized 
form) occurring in the respective text. In the case of the major Latin-Old Eng­
lish glossaries the reliability of the respective editions is discussed and 
corrections etc. are added (see especially D 26). 

In the main part each entry contains all occurrences of the respective glos­
ses including C o m p o u n d s and derivatives. The meaning of each w o r d is given in 
German and English and the meaning of the plant-narnes additionally specified 
by the modern Latin botanical terrn. Main stress is laid an the interpretation 
of the degree of meaning-equivalence between lernrna and gloss, especially i n 
those cases where, in O u r opinion, the existing editions fall to give the ne­
cessary I n f o r m a t i o n . Qccasional c a m m e n t s on etymalogy, secondary motivation, 
and word formation are also included. 

The appendix contains a matrix showing the distribution of the glosses in 
the major glossaries, a table giving a rough picture of the relationships be­
tween the major glossaries (based an numerical data), an index of the lernmata 
and Latin interpretamenta, and an index of the madern Latin botanical terms 
with their DE S y n o n y m s . 

The mast irnportant results in detail are: 
(1) The study contains many glosses not listed in the dictionaries, especially, 
of course, glosses occurring in the texts not yet published ar published after 
1972 (publication of 8TC). Due to their great number they cannot be listed 
here..
